REFUND POLICY

Refund deadlines vary for classes during each term. To qualify for a refund, a student must officially withdraw from the
class by the refund deadline date on page 1.

Refunds, less a $10.00 processing fee, will be processed automatically beginning March 6th and will either be mailed to
the student’s address on file with Admissions and Records, or returned as a credit to the credit card from which fees were
originally paid. See refund policy in the course catalog for more information. Refunds of less than $10 will not be
processed and must be requested in person from the Bursar’s Office.

REFUND DEADLINES

A community college district shall not refund any enrollment fee paid by a student for program changes made after the first
two weeks of instruction for a primary term-length course, or after the 10 percent point of the length of the course for a
short-term course, unless the program change is a result of action by the district to cancel or reschedule a class or to drop
a student pursuant to subdivision (I) of section 55003 where the student fails to meet a prerequisite.

Enrollment Fee Deadline for Spring 2023

e Students are responsible for their tuition and fees.
It is important for students to drop themselves by
appropriate deadlines.

e Students registering on or after January 30th, must
pay enrollment fees prior to the last day to drop a
course. A financial hold will be placed on all student
records that have an outstanding balance for the term
that will prevent subsequent registration until paid.

e Drops for non-payment will not be processed once
courses begin. Drops for non-payment will not be
processed once the term begins.

e Students enrolled in courses they do not attend are
responsible for enroliment fees and final grades if not
dropped by applicable course deadline. If you have
been awarded financial aid, you will not be dropped for
non-payment.

e Petitions to drop past the deadline, or for refunds of
courses not dropped by the deadline, will not be
accepted if student fails to drop a course by the
deadline.

SHORT-TERM CLASSES - Short-term classes are noted
throughout the schedule with starting (First Meeting:) and
ending dates (Last Meeting:) listed under the class title in
bold print. Registration deadline dates for these classes will
differ from the published deadlines for full-term classes.

CROSS-LISTED or EQUIVALENT SECTIONS - One or
more like courses scheduled at the same time. Enroliments
of all cross-listed courses are considered by the registration
system, possibly showing “course is filled” when it seems
there are available seats.

TBA TIME - If hours are shown as 2.3 HOURS TBA, then
2 hours and 5 minutes weekly are required (usually lab)
and are TO BE ARRANGED by the student during the time
the appropriate lab facility is open.

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Mathematics Assessment & Advisement

Assembly Bill (AB) 705

The State of California has enacted a new law affecting community college students. Assembly Bill 705 requires colleges to maximize the probability that students will complete
transfer-level English and math within one year. The assessment test for English and math will no longer be administered and all students can now directly enroll in transfer-level

English and math courses.

We recommend that you speak with a counselor before registration. Counselors can provide a multiple measures review of your preparation for transfer-level work. Counselors
can also inform you about the particular courses that are required to meet your goal. Below is a description of the math courses and math sequences offered at College of the

Desert.

Course Sequence for the Preparation of Transfer-level Math

MATH 65 -
Preparation for
the Study of
Algebra is a new course
designed to prepare students
for the study of algebra. MATH
65 is a streamlining of our
lower division Pre-Algebra
sequence of MATH 70 and
Math 60 into a single course
that will require less time (from
two to one semester) and less
units (from a total of 5 units to
4 units). It covers all of the
arithmetic topics necessary for
a student to be successful in
the study of Algebra.

Math 54 - Beginning Algebra is an
introduction to the real number system
and to the use of variable expressions
and equations in problem solving.
Topics include properties of the real
numbers, square roots, arithmetic of
variable expressions including

: polynomials and algebraic fractions,

solving linear equations and inequalities
in one variable, factoring, and an
introduction to the Cartesian
coordinate system and the equations
and graphs of linear equations in two
variables, introduction to Pythagorean
Theorem and basic geometric formulas,
some dimensional analysis with
modeling applications.

Math 45 - Pre-Statistics is designed to
prepare students for Transfer-level Statistics.
Math 45 focuses on solving problems using
linear, exponential, and other models

with an introduction to the concept of a
function. Topics include solving and graphing
linear and exponential functions, systems of linear equations and inequalities, evaluating
rational exponential functions, evaluating and solving root functions and equations,
evaluating multivariate functions, creating and analyzing a variety of tables and diagrams,
and applications to social sciences and financial mathematics. This course satisfies the
Math Competency for an Associates Degree.

Math 49 - Intermediate Algebra replaces our Fal[ 19
lower division Math 40 course and focuses on
solving problems using linear, quadratic
and exponential models with an introduction
to the concept of a function in preparation for the STEM pathway. Topics include solving
and graphing linear, quadratic and exponential equations, systems of linear equations,
rational exponents, root equations, quadratic inequalities, circles and applications. This
course satisfies the Math Competency for an Associates Degree.

Transfer-level Math for the Pathways

We recommend that you speak with a counselor before registering in a tranfer-level math course. Counselors can provide a multiple measures review of your preparation for

transfer-level work. Counselors can also inform you about the particular courses that are required to meet your goal. Below is a description of math courses

The STEM Career Pathway
offers students the
opportunity to majorin a
field of science, computer
science, engineering or math.
Students earning an AS-T in
mathematics will receive
priority admission with junior
status to a CSU campus.

The Teacher Career
Pathway offers pre-service
teachers the opportunity
to work towards the AA-T
in Elementary Teacher
Education preparing
students for a seamless
transfer to a CSU campus
with junior status.

The Social Science and Liberal
Arts Career Pathways offer the
opportunity to work towards
an AA/AS with emphases in
applications of Mathematics in
the areas of management
science, probability and
statistics, social choice and
decision making, game theory,
and consumer finance.

Business Career Pathways offer two paths for Business majors
planning to transfer to a 4-year university and major in general
business or a more specilaized field of business such as finance,
accounting, international business, marketing, or management.
These paths offer students the opportunity to earn an AS-T in
Business Administration in order to seamlessly transfer to a CSU
campus. Transfer requirements to 4-year colleges and universities
tend to vary so students should consult with a counselor for
specific information for the path for their preferred school.

What Is Work Experience?

A course that allows students to apply their education to the real world. Students create and accomplish three measurable
learning objectives that are new and/or expanded responsibilities at their workplace. This ultimately empowers students to
become better employees, work on new projects, add to their resume, and enhance their job skills. All students who currently
work, volunteer, intern, or that have a student worker or federal work study position are eligible. Units earned are transferrable to
the CSU system and the class fits easily into the student’s work and school schedule. Students may enroll in General Work
Experience or an Occupational course.

General Work Experience (WEG — 095A)

Students may enroll in General Work Experience (WEG - 095A) if the student’s current position does not relate to their
occupational/educational goal. Students can earn 1 - 6 units of General Work Experience per semester (if hour requirement is
met, see below). All General sections will be listed under Work Experience.

Occupational Work Experience (XXX — 095A)

Students may enroll in an Occupational course if their current positon does relate to their educational/occupational goal.
Occupational courses vary depending on students major and are listed under the corresponding academic program as

(XXX — 095A), i.e. CIS-095A, BUMA-095A, FIRE-095A, etc. Students may earn 1-8 units in any occupational work experience
course (if hour requirement is met, see below). Additional occupational courses may be available if not listed on WebAdvisor.
